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BACKGROUND
Kyrgyz Stock Exchange Press Club (KSEPC) Public Foundation is the first professional platform for economic journalism development in Kyrgystan. It is the main instrument of financial and stock exchange market development, and is one of the most important basics of economic and informative Media processes. KSEPC is the institute of capacity building of economic qualification of acting ang and the future journalists in Kyrgyzstan. 
Despite of KSEPC was registered in 2009, it was established long time ago. The first activities of KSEPC started in the mid of 1990th. The US Agency of International Development supported the initiation of establishment of Kyrgyz Stock Exchange. At the same time an idea of development of economic journalism platform appeared.  

By the end of 2007 Press Club took its second birth. It was made by the Board of Directors’ member Nelly Simonova (Director of Financial Company “Senti”), who invited Nadezhda Dobretsova – Specialist on Information Policy – to become a Public President. That idea was fully supported by the KSE Board of Directors.   
In 2009 Press Club activities were supported by The Centre of International Private Enterprises (CIPE), USA. It granted to KSEPC funds which were directed to realisation of Corporate Governance through Education and Dialogue Project. Within the frame of that project KSEPC arranged series of educational seminars for journalists on corporate governance, and the manual “Corporate Governance: focus on Media interests” was published. It was highly appreciated by journalists and professors of journalism classes. The most active participants amongst the journalists visited Almaty (Kazakhstan) to meet with representatives of Kazakh Stock Exchange. 
In 2010 CIPE continued its support to economic journalism and allocated grant for realisation of Strengthening Understanding of Market Concepts Project. In the frame of that project there was arranged special educational school for economic journalists in Bishkek. 31 journalists attended that school in a period from May to July 2010. During the whole process of educational school, the total number of participants was 288 people. At the present time, KSEPC is working on special edition of Manual for Economic Journalists.

Starting from August 2010 KSEPC is also working on the project on budget transparency supported by Soros-Kyrgyzstan Foundation. Within the frame of that project there were arranged series of trainings on budget transparency and report which were led by the well-known experts in budget and media with rich experience. 

At the present time, KSEPC continues to work on those two projects through arranging special media events. In October KSEPC intends to arrange two media-events for journalists from Talas and Naryn cities of Kyrgyztsan.     

GOALS
1. Assisting to increase of activeness at Financial Market and Economics at all via involving the wide ranges of people in Kyrgyzstan into the economic processes. 

2. Widening of information field for Financial Market and Economics.
3. Increase of the level of journalists’ competency in Financial Market issues and Economics (trainings/seminars and consultations). 
4. Establishment of independence and non-commercial information platform of Kyrgyz Stock Exchange for negotiations with Media in order to discuss and making decisions on Financial Market. 

5. Carrying out the analytical activities on Financial Market information field.
